The Item Billing application in the WinJob 
Accounting product is available for general 
release. This newest member of the WinJob 
family of products continues the feature-rich 
tradition of the Item Billing application in the 
Deneb Accounting product, such as change order 
management, unit and percentage billing 
methods, and interface to the Accounts 
Receivable application. 
 
In addition, the WinJob implementation of the 
application contains several new features: 
 
* Ability to print progress billings directly on the 
AIA G702 Application and Certification for 
Payment form, and on the AIA G703 Continuation 
Sheet 
 
* A revised billing may be generated for a 
previously posted billing; the revised billing 
creates the necessary entries in Accounts 
Receivable, General Ledger, and Job Cost 
 
* Retainer calculations for completed work or 
stored material may be controlled as a straight 
percentage, a straight percentage with a cut-off 
level, or with a secondary percentage based on a 
cut-off level 
 
* Dollar Rounding 
 
* Added control for group items (subjobs)

W2 Forms Changing for 2007 
 
The W-2 Wage and Tax Statement for 2007 has 
been released by the IRS and the changes to the 
form require programming changes for both 
Deneb Accounting and WinJob payroll 
applications.  The Employee’s Social Security 
Number, the Control Number, and the Void Check 
Box have been moved on the new format. These 
changes in print positions will require the Deneb 
payroll year-end updates to be installed prior to 
printing the W-2 forms. The year-end update is 
scheduled to be released for shipping the first 
week of December.  
 
 
Vista on the Horizon 
 
The release of Windows Vista from Microsoft has 
impacted both consumers and businesses that 
have been waiting for the advanced technologies 
incorporated in this latest desktop operating 
system.  The next time you need to upgrade one 
of your business desktop systems you may find 
that Vista is the only operating system available 
on the desktop or workstation you purchase.   
 
In May 2007 AcuCorp released version 7.2.2 of 
the Acucobol-GT runtime, which supports the 
function of COBOL applications like Deneb 
Accounting on the Vista system.  If you are 
planning to upgrade your existing systems, please 
give us a call so that we can help you plan a 
successful migration of your Deneb products to 
the new system.   
 
Running Deneb Accounting on the Windows Vista 
system requires an upgrade package to Version 
10.1.5 of Deneb. This package includes the 
runtime upgrade and programs necessary for 
continued successful operation of Deneb. The 
package is available to any company current on 
the Software Update License Agreement.

Do You Need Glasses? 
Or Just A Screen Size Adjustment? 
 
If you have recently purchased a monitor or 
laptop, you may have been thinking about getting 
some glasses in order to see all of the print on the 
high-resolution screens.  Perhaps your Deneb 
screen appears to be getting smaller and smaller. 
 
We have two different Deneb menu screens, one 
with a fixed font and column display, and one with 
a variable font display.  You can easily identify 
your current Deneb configuration by checking the 
command line in the properties tab of your Deneb 
shortcut. The entry “-c aconfig.diw” and “-w di.lib” 
would indicate that you are running a fixed font 
menu display.  Changing these entries to “-c 
aconfig.dfc” and “-w di.lib.dfc” would allow you to 
display Deneb with variable fonts. This may also 
require that the printer setup is copied from the 
old configuration file to the new configuration.  
The procedure only takes a few minutes and our 
service representatives would be glad to assist 
you.  It beats buying glasses! 
 
Information Is Only A Click Away 
 
Even though the function of the mouse can never 
keep up with the speed of raw data input on the 

keypad, it is more and more difficult to get away 
from the use of the mouse in software operations.  
For screen and menu navigation, especially for 
inquiry and reporting functions, the use of the 
mouse may improve your efficiency.  
 
The mouse control functions used in Deneb 
Version 10.1 are the single left click and single 
right click.  The single left  click can be used to 
select menu choices, prompts, items in a search 
window, and also is active for the field level in 
master file records and application control records 
that have numbered fields.  Many of our reports 
present selection options and in most of them, the 
default is presented on screen.  When using the 
keyboard, you would press enter and the default 
is accepted.  When navigating with the mouse, 
place the pointer on the option, not the default, 
and left-click.   
 
The single right  click at any menu level will call 
the Office Tools functions such as Change Printer 
and Display To Screen.  The single right  click will 
act as the F1=Search on any field that has a pop-
up search available. The single right  click will call 
the Deneb calendar on a date field. In Estimating, 
the single right  click on a quantity field will call 
the Deneb push-button calculator.  For access to 
the push-button calculator from a menu or other 
areas, press Shift-F4.
